Under the Overpass:  Project Options
Choose 1 of the following 3 project options as you final project for this unit:
1. Write a letter to the author.  The letter should focus on asking questions, protesting a situation, making a complaint/suggestion, and/or sharing your thoughts.

The letter should be written in a proper letter format – feel free to use an MS Word template.  The expectation is that this letter is between 1-2 pages in length.

2. Create an illustrated timeline that records the events of Mike and Sam’s trip.  You must choose 10-15 significant events to include, and then show the spiritual highs and lows of these events by placing them above or below the line.

The timeline must be coloured and illustrated, and should be completed on an 8 ½” x 11” sheet of paper.

3. Choose one event from the book and re-write it from the perspective of someone other than Mike or Sam.  The purpose of changing the perspective is to attempt to understand how those living on the streets would view a particular event and how they might interpret the situation.

This should be written as a first-person narrative (just like the book), and it should be between 1 – 2 pages in length.
